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TEACHING COPYRIGHT and RELATED ISSUES

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TEACHING COPYRIGHT and RELATED ISSUES

Ask for more class time!
Consider your audience’s needs. Syllabi provide context.

Consider class format. Can you do group activities?
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TEACHING COPYRIGHT

Copyright protects “original works of authorship fixed in any
tangible medium of expression.” This is a lot of stuff. But federal
government information is an exception!

Activity: Sort works that are protected by © from things that are
not.
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TEACHING COPYRIGHT

Copyright lasts a long time, and figuring the end date can be complicated. It's prudent to assume

anything created after 1923 is protected.

Activity: Think of a work, research its date of creation, and use an online tool to determine whether

it's still protected by copyright.

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TEACHING COPYRIGHT

Copyright is a bundle of exclusive rights.

Activity: Sort activities that are exclusive
rights of copyright owners from activities
that are not.

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TEACHING COPYRIGHT

Decision tree for using works whose copyright is owned by someone else

1. Is the work in the public domain? If yes, stop.

2. Do?s the work have a Creative Commons license that allows your use? If
yes, stop.

3. Does the university have a license that allows your use? If yes, stop.
4. Is there a safe harbor in copyright law the allows your use? If yes, stop.
5. Is your use fair use? If yes, stop.

6. Seek permission to use the work.
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TEACHING COPYRIGHT

Fair use Is very important and takes time to understand.

What this tool can do for you:

Fair use evaluator

= Help you better understand how to determine the "fairness" of a
use under the U.S. Copyright Code.

n Collect, organize & archive the information you might need to
support a fair use evaluation.

= Provide you with a time-stamped, PDF document for your records
[example], which could prove valuable, should you ever be asked by
a copyright holder to provide your fair use evaluation and the data
you used to support it. [why is this important?]

= Provide access to educational materials, external copyright
resources, and contact information for copyright help at local &
national levels.

What this tool cannot do for you:

m This tool does not provide legal advice. It records the information
you provide it as well as your own judgment on the fairness of the
use. See the tool [isclaimer] for more information.

= Only a court of law can definitively rule on whether a use is fair or
unfair. This tool does not assume or predict a court outcome.
